BIDDER: To ensure acceptance of your bid, please follow these instructions:

APPLICABLE LAWS: The Ohio Revised Code and resolutions and procedures of
Warren County, insofar as they apply to the laws of competitive bidding contracts and
purchases, are made a part hereof. All laws of the United State of America, the State of
Ohio, and the County of Warren applicable to the products or services covered herein, are
made a part hereof.

PRICING: Prices should be stated in units of quantity specified in the bid document. In
case of a discrepancy in computing the amount of the bid, unit prices quoted shall govern.

DELIVERY: Quotations should include all charges for delivery, packing, crating,
containers, etc. Prices quoted will be considered as being based on delivery.

1.0 Introduction: Warren County is seeking competitive bids for a new armored SWAT vehicle.
This vehicle will be used to support a multijurisdictional, Type 1, tactical response unit, and is a
direct replacement for an existing partially armored transport vehicle.

1.1 The Warren County Tactical Response Unit is a multijurisdictional Type 1 Team. This team is
fully independent and consists of operators, crisis negotiators, tactical dispatchers, medical
physician, and paramedics. They routinely and often train as a team.

This new armored vehicle will replace an aged, and non-mission capable vehicle-it will work in
tandem with an additional armored vehicle used in deployments.

Mission capabilities, safety features, ability to house in existing structure, and price will be the
primary factors used when selecting the vehicle.
